SB1310 Steve Bewsher - Acrylics
The course aims to look at different ways of applying Acrylic paint and looks at different techniques for different effects. 

Materials:

This is the basic palette needed.

Titanium White,Cadmium Yellow, Cadmium Red,Yellow Ochre, Burnt Sienna, Ultramarine,Cerulean Blue and Black. 
 
Options are varied as to what to paint on.

Cardboard,Mount board off cuts,thin MDF,canvas board are all usable. Ideally no smaller than 12"×10".

Mixed brushes of varying sizes.Painting knives,plastic card(old loyalty card) and a cloth or rag will also be useful. 

A water pot as well.

Week 1. A loose and painterly start with a dramatic sky in black and white.Followed by the opposite...a full color evening sky.

Week 2.Distant fields followed by a Sea and beach scene.Semi abstract approach to these.

Week 3. A rainy and atmospheric street using brush,knife and plastic card.Depicting movement and dragging paint down.

Week 4. A moody local street scene using a wash over our underpainting and adfing highlights and looking at techniques for depicting snow.
