Join local artist Becca Smith in this Coastal Landscape painting course, travelling along her favourite coast, the Llyn Peninsula in North Wales. You will discover the harmony of a well-composed seascape, with a bright summer beach or a dramatic winter sky. Loosen up your watercolour painting and refine your colour mixing while dreaming of the sea-air.

Week 1: Creating compositions and mixing colours- you will leave with at least two watercolour sketches

Week 2:  Special watercolour effects to create clouds, reflections and textures - you will leave with at least two test pages and a sketch

Week 3: Choosing an image and making a preparation piece with in-depth guidance feedback from your teacher 

Week 4: Working on your chosen Coastal Landscape image to create an A3 size painting to take home

Materials needed : 1 x small watercolour brush- size 2 or 4 round 

1x large round watercolour brush, size 14 or 16

Watercolour tubes with a red, a yellow, ultramarine and one other blue and dark brown (burnt or raw umber) and a welled palette (welled is very important so that you can keep your colours separate), water pot, pipette, tissues.  

A4 and A3 watercolour paper , heavy weight cartridge paper for text pieces 

Any photographs of coastal landscapes you have
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
